The Dorcas Sisters group at GEFC has been doing just that—making a HUGE difference with something
small. They have been saving the ring tops of recyclable cans and donating them to the Ronald McDonald
House (RMH). The RMH, near Children’s Memorial Hospital, has provided a “home-away-from-home” for
more than 23,000 families of children receiving treatment at Children’s Memorial Hospital in Chicago, as
well as other nearby hospitals. RMH has 21 bedrooms, several kitchens, living rooms, a playroom and laun-
dry facilities that are available to families for a $5 per night room fee. This amount has remained

unchanged since 1977, and the fee is waived or reduced for any family who is unable to pay. The actual
operating cost for one room is more than $50 per night. RMH relies on thousands of generous individuals
and organizations to provide the funds necessary for annual operations.

If you would like to have a part in helping RMH, please consider “PULLING for the Ronald McDonald House”
program.
