A WORLD OF OPPORTUNITY

Have you ever wondered what life would be like if you did not have a car? Or if you could not afford to take your
children to the doctor for a common prescription? Have you ever pondered what it would be like if your family lived in a
one-room house ... with a dirt floor? What if you went home tonight with no prospects for dinner?

Although it's hard to understand what that would be like, we know many people experience life that way every day in
other parts of the world. Honduras is one of those places. Many people scrape by on a few dollars a day—or even less.
Sounds pretty hopeless, but it is real.

That's why we want to be part of bringing hope to Honduras. Our church has an opportunity to send a team to serve in
Honduras for a week in April. From April 19th to the 26th we will be serving the people of Honduras in a special way. We
will help to provide basic healthcare and to encourage them through the washing of children's hair and the pouring of
concrete floors. Our team is made up of about twenty-five men and women and two teens from six area churches.

All of this care will be hosted by local evangelical churches and given in the name of Jesus. There will be tremendous
opportunity to present the Gospel while offering such desperately needed help. In fact, we are specifically preparing
ourselves to share Christ effectively. Local churches will be there to follow up with those who respond or show an
interest.

We as a team are excited to see God at work, and we invite you to be part of our team! We need the support of your
prayers for our journey and our plans—especially so that the power of the Holy Spirit will work in the people’s hearts as
we minister. We also need funds for our travel expenses and medical supplies, and would be blessed to have your
partnership in that (any contributions may be marked HONDURAS TEAM and placed in the offering).

IN THE LOCAL NEWS — Steve Robertson

Shot at perfection ends in finals that got me this far. | also had

Champaign -- No one expected Niles West freshman Steve Robertston to beat Mount Carmel's B.J. Futrell in the finals of
the 112-pound division here Saturday night at the Illinois High School Association state wrestling tournament. But that
might have been the last time Robertson will be an underdog in his entire high school career.

Robertson's present accomplishments are worth headlines no matter what happens next. He established a single season
school record for victories -- five more than Bill LaManna earned during the 1983-84 season -- and became just the
fourth Niles West wrestler to ever reach a title bout at State.

The last West wrestler to do so, Bill Porter, finished second in both 1977 (112 pounds) and
1976 (105). Also on the list are Paul Frazee, second at 132 in 1974, and Bob Herkert, who
claimed the state title at 165 in 1962.

Robertson may surpass them all.

"I think he's going to be one of the state's best," says West head coach Bryan Wittersheim.
"There's a state championship -- maybe multiple state championships -- in his future if he
stays healthy and keeps working hard.

Everyone loves an underdog, but I've already told Steve that from now on people will probably be rooting against him.
Everyone overlooked him coming into the tournament and people were picking other guys to be in the finals opposite
Futrell. He's not under the radar anymore.”

"I know that all the hard work I've put in really paid off,” said Robertson. "Now | guess I'll be the guy other wrestlers want
to avoid.”

"l give a lot of glory to God because it was His strength that got me this far. | also had great support from my family and
from the coaching staff. It was a little different being on the other end of takedowns and stuff when | wrestled Futrell, but
I think second is still a pretty good accomplishment.”
